CITY COUNCIL MEETING

April 6, 2009 – 7:00 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER / OATH OF OFFICE / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE / ROLL CALL

Mayor Holocher called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and lead the Pledge of Allegiance.

PRESENT:  Vicki Boerger, Mary Burns, David Schrand, David Stoeckle and Will Terwort Absent:  Timothy Hollenkamp, Christopher Wiest and Dennis Zahler Others Present: Mayor Thomas Holocher, Police Chief/CAO Steve Hensley, City Attorney Robert Ziegler, Public Works Director Robert Zerhusen, Sgt. Nealy and City Clerk Amy Able.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES

Mayor Holocher noted an addition to the agenda to include a Resolution.  Mrs. Boerger made a motion to approve the revised agenda, Mr. Stoeckle offered a second to the motion; Mayor Holocher called for a vote and the motion carried by voice vote.  

Noting the discussion of fire service bids at the March 2 meeting, Mr. Terwort asked for the details to be included in the minutes.  The final figures were not available and not public at the March 2 meeting.  The contracts have now been finalized as follows (not including billing revenue.)  

Crestview Hills Contract: for the First Year at $155,000; Second Year at $161,200; Third Year at $167,648; Fourth Year at $174.352.  

Lakeside Park Contract: for the First Year at $85,267; Second Year at $88,678; Third Year at $92,225; Fourth Year at $95,915.  

Mr. Stoeckle made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 2, 2009 meeting, Mr. Schrand offered the second; Mayor Holocher called for a vote and the motion carried by voice vote.  

Mrs. Boerger made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2009 planning session, Mr. Terwort offered the second; Mayor Holocher called for a vote and the motion carried by voice vote.  

CITIZENS NOT ON THE AGENDA

There was no one present wishing to address Council.  

MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Holocher, Chief Hensley and Mr. Zerhusen met with the Sanitation District to discuss the flooding on Avon.  For one portion where a repair is needed it does not belong to the City.  Years ago there was a 100 year lease written but the (former) City of Crescent park never received ownership of the parcel.  The Highway Department owns that back portion (where the second failure is) and it appears they will be responsible for the repair. 

Mayor Holocher noted there were discussions at the Congressional Conference in Washington, D.C. on ways to recoup funding being lost through the federal gasoline tax for repair of U.S. Highways and the interstate system.  The revenue has diminished due to decreased consumption.  Oregon taxes on miles traveled by downloading odometer readings.  

The Mayor attended a Census Committee kick-off meeting to prioritize projects in Northern Kentucky for which funding is being sought.  It was simply an informational meeting.  

Mayor Holocher, Chief Hensley and Mr. Zerhusen met with the Planning Commission regarding the re-write of the sub-division regulations.  One goal is to reduce the width of hard surfaces.  Houses may be placed closer to the street in the future to reduce driveways due to runoff concerns.  

The City Appreciation Dinner was well attended.  Thanks to the Fire Department Boosters for their hard work.  

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT  

Mr. Ziegler noted Council has received a copy of Municipal Order 2009-4 adopting policies regarding establishment of a Drug Free Workplace.  The City has had policies in place but they were somewhat fragmented.  The changes have been reviewed by the City Attorney and the Kentucky League of Cities.  Having such a policy in place allows a 5% discount on Worker’s Compensation rates.  Due to our partnership with St. Elizabeth Hospital hiring a medical director will not be necessary.  Mrs. Boerger made a motion to approve Municipal Order 2009-4; second to the motion was offered by Ms. Burns.  Mayor Holocher called for any questions or comments and upon hearing none asked for a vote.  Motion carried by voice vote, Municipal Order 2009-4 is adopted.

Mr. Ziegler read Resolution 2009-8 recognizing the importance of Child Abuse Prevention and Awareness.  Mr. Stoeckle made a motion to adopt Resolution 2009-8; second to the motion was offered by Mrs. Boerger.  Mayor Holocher called for any questions or comments and upon hearing none asked for a vote.  Motion carried, by voice vote.  Resolution 2009-8 is approved.

Mr. Ziegler read Resolution 2009-9 authorizing the Mayor to sign the application and necessary agreements for funding through FEMA for damage from the ice storm. Mr. Schrand made a motion to adopt Resolution 2009-9; second to the motion was offered by Mrs. Boerger  Mayor Holocher called for any questions or comments and upon hearing none asked for a vote.  Motion carried, by voice vote.  Resolution 2009-9 is approved.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

A letter was received from OKI which serves as a clearing house for various grants.  The applications we have made are under review and moving forward in the process.  

Regarding the End-of-the-Line sidewalk project, the City is working with the engineers to reach final estimates.  The project should be completed this fiscal year.  

Fort Mitchell was the successful bidder to provide life squad services to Lakeside Park and Crestview Hills (both sections A and B.)  

A resident reported suspicious activity at the General Mitchell Apartments.  This report resulted in the apprehension of two suspects who had been involved in several burglaries.  

Mrs. Boerger asked if Council meetings could be made available through web-streaming which would benefit residents who do not receive local cable access channels.  Mayor Holocher advised that he would check with the Cable Board.

Mrs. Boerger stated the Appreciation Dinner was an excellent opportunity to be reminded of the longevity of service many have given as employees or volunteers.  She added this is a reflection on the community, the administration and the department heads.  Mayor Holocher added without so many giving their time to provide various services City expenses would be much greater.  

Mr. Terwort asked that the meeting adjourn in honor of Mr. Rich Hergott who recently passed away.

ADJOURNMENT There being no further business, Mr. Stoeckle made a motion to adjourn; second was offered by Mr. Schrand.  Motion carried by voice vote; the meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
